In an age when Christianity is perceived as no better than 
one myth among many, Girardõs philosophy of mimetic 
rivalry newly uncovers how the Gospel uniquely subverts 
sin and violence.  Girardõs account of scapegoating charts 
a path out of the seemingly endless succession of resentful   
victims and haughty victimizers.  This master of                
literature and narrative philosophy finds in Jesusõ death    
and resurrection a Narrative transcending all narratives. 

Around the world, scholars discovering Girardõs very contemporary work are beginning to speak and 
write with excitement about him.  His philosophical research compelled him to convert from atheism 
to Catholicism.  Was his conversion a portent for this generation?  Did Girard introduce a way of 
thinking and speaking that opens minds afresh to the power of the Gospel?
