ON MissION FOR THE CHURCH ALIVE! Since 2015 the Diocese of Pittsburgh has been engaged in
an extensively <coll aborative process to insure
Mission for the Church Alive! On April 26, 2018 Bishop Zubik will officially announce the Parish Grouping
and Clergy Staffing. The changes will take effect on October 15, 2018.

As part of this broad collaborative effort which already includes priests, parishes, the On Missit
Commission, the Priest Council, and the Diocesan Pastoral Council, there has been an ongoing examin
and review of the recommended parish groupings. Keep in mind that no decisions have been made as tl
still the consultation phase of the process. These proposed groupings are simply recommendations
possibilities.

In reviewing the Beechview/Brookline Grouping #108 (St. Bernard, St. Catherine of Siena, Our Lady
Loreto, St. Pamphilus, St. Pius X and Resurrection Parishes) with the #222 Carnegie/Green Tree/Scott T
Grouping (St. Elizabeth Ann Seton, St. Margaret of Scotland, Our Lady of Grace and Saints Simon and Jt
the Priest Council, as a continuing part of this wide collaborative process, is recommending a modificatio
these models.

The new recommendation for consideration is three fold. First, St. Catherine of Siena, Our Lady of Lore
St. Pamphilus, St. Pius X, and Resurrection would remain in their own grouping. Second, Saint Bernard
Our Lady of Grace would form a new grouping of two parishes. Finally, St. Elizabeth Ann Seton, St. Marg:
of Scotland and Saints Simon and Jude would remain as a grouping of just those three parishes.

Please note that while all of these models involve Catholic Schools (Saint Bernard, St. John Bosca
Margaret and Our Lady of Grace), the schools are being treated separately on a different tract in the revisic
process.

Recently the pastors of these aforementioned parishes met together with diocesan officials to discus:s
newly proposed models. They are currently meeting with their On Mission Teams to review these propa
amendments which, again, are just possibilities. As a matter of transparency we have prepared this ul
update which is being published in all of our bulletins this weekend.

It should be noted that there was some thought among the pastors about the possibility of an alterna
which would add Saint Bernard to the original Carnegie/Green Tree/Scott Twp. Model which includes
Elizabeth Ann Seton, St. Margaret of Scotland, Our Lady of Grace, and Saints Simon and Jude. Once &
this was just a possibility for consideration.

All of us pastors are committed to keeping you informed about this process as it relates to our respec
parishes. Please pray for our Bishop and all those associated with this widely extensive and prayer
consultation process. May we all work together
